Court reinstates drug conviction, rules racial profiling not a factor

he province’s highest court,

Teacher cycling around the world
to raise money for mental health

Michael Schratter consid-
ers Alberta highways luxuri-
ous after cycling some of the
world’s roughest terrain.

The 28-year-old teacher
rolled into Calgary on Thurs-
day, on the final stretch of a
40,000-kilometre bike ride
around the earth to raise funds
for mental illness.

As he nears the end of his
journey, the challenge before
him is twofold: conquering
the Rockies while trying to
make up the $56,000 shortfall
in his fundraising goal before
his Nov. 12 deadline to reach

But if Schratter is daunted,
he doesn’t let on.

“After (cycling) the Andes,
it'snot abig deal,” said a weary
Schratter Thursday evening,
following a174-km day on the
bike. “I'm alittle bit more wor-
ried about getting an early
dump of snow.”

Over the past year, Schratter
has cycled across six conti-
nents to raise funds for the
Canadian Mental Health As-
sociation.

After surpassing his goal of
raising one dollar per kilome-
tre (40,000), Schratter decided
to up the ante to $100,000.

“I'm pretty passionate about

this issue,” said Schratter. “It’s
kind of driven me.”

During his university years,
Schratter encountered first
hand the stigma attached to
mental illness.

“You have to keep it a secret.
It’s almost like it’s something
to be ashamed of, a mark on
your character,” he said.

After hundreds of kilometres
of flat prairie, where constant
winds made progress slow,
Schratter said the Rockies will
be a welcome change.

“I saw the peaks on the
way in. They looked pretty
majestic.”
